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Therefore, in order to reduce the risk of heatstroke during commuting to and from school and
daily school activities after the summer break, the municipal elementary and junior high schools
have decided to change the summer vacation period as outlined below, starting from the 2026
school year.
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We understand that these changes may cause concern or inconvenience for parents and
guardians, and we sincerely apologize for any burden this may ﬁlac_e on you. We kindly ask for
youdr understanding and cooperation as we work to protect the lives and well-being of our
students.
